Numbers, Symbols &Words
Your Daily Warmup Puzzles
I n bridge we manipulate puzzles involving numbers,
symbols and words and strive for logical solutions (or
at least inspired guesses). In each issue this week we
wil l feature a pair of number/symbol puzzles, an easy
one here on page two, and a harder one on the inside
back cover; and, a word puzzle at the bottom of this
page. In al l of these puzzles, you wi l l be able to solve
them without guesswork, by logical deductions alone,
which is what we're al l trying to do at the table.
Today's puzzle is cal led Keen . (I t appears in

several newspapers as KenKen. ) Like Sudoku, your
objective is to fi l l in the numbers 1 to the grid size,
once in each column and row. Groups of cel ls marked
off by thick l ines are cal led 'cages. ' The numbers
within each cage must add, subtract, multiply, or
divide to make the target number, l isted at the top left
of each cage with the math symbol . Unl ike Sudoku, a
cage may have the same number more than once, as
long as the number does not appear twice in the
same row or column.
The easy version is at right. H ints, and a more difficul t puzzle wi l l appear on page 15. Answers wi l l

appear in the onl ine-only Wrapup Dai ly Bul letin. For more warmups, check out the word puzzle below.

Word puzzles this week are from an app cal led Unolingo. I t is a crossword without clues! There are exactly
26 blanks to fi l l in, and each letter of the alphabet fi l l s one of the blanks. The puzzles are designed so that

only common Engl ish words are
used; there are no unfami l iar,
arcane centuries-old words
found only in crossword puzzles.
You 'l l do best by looking for the
locations of the hard letters first:
QU, X, J . Be sure to mark off
the letters used in the checking
area beside the grid to keep
track of your progress. I t's not
as difficu l t as it seems! I did
most of these in 3-6 minutes.

A l ist of words in the puzzle
(in alphabetical order) is on
page 6. I f you need a more
l imited hint, ask someone to
examine the word l ist and tel l
you if the l ist contains, for
example, a six-letter word
starting with D and ending in E.

The Next One: April 1 7-23, 201 7
And so we come to the final day of another Victoria
Regional . The masterpoint race is almost certainly
decided, and Doug Fraser wi l l take a large early lead
in the Kirkwood race (annual points in DINO
Regionals) into Penticton, with five straight open pairs
wins. Our tournament chair Jan Galenza has thanked
everyone who helped out on the back cover (and sent
the l ist without me even having to ask! ) But
something else is happening here that I 've begun to
notice, putting together these Bul letins this week.
Are you fami l iar with the Black Ink Test?
The Black Ink Test is a method of comparing

players (original ly in basebal l , but extended to other
sports) devised by basebal l writer Bi l l James, who
counted the number of times a player led the league
is a category (and had that year's total printed in
boldface in the Basebal l Encyclopedia). I do much
the same thing in the Bul letin, making the names of
overal l winners in each strat bold . Here is the
question: about what percent of these boldfaced
names wi l l be a player from the city in which the
tournament is held? I 've done this for ten years and
my guess from experience is about 15-25% for a city
of this size, al though maybe 30-35% if you add the
surrounding communities. At the very most.
Here is Victoria's percentage so far: 37.35%!

That's not including Sooke or Esquimalt or Saanich or
any of the others. That's just Victoria alone:
Monday-Tuesday: 20 Victoria, 44 other.
Wednesday: 1 9 Victoria, 25 other.
Thursday: 20 Victoria, 36 other.
Friday: 1 4 Victoria, 20 other.
Saturday: 23 Victoria, 36 other.
Total (so far): 96 Victoria, 1 61 other.
Of course, the winners are only a reflection of the

total group, and based on this, we can certainly say
with confidence that the support for this tournament
from the local players has been excel lent! You even
let the visitors win some of the events. . .

Congratulations to three more new Life Masters:
Nev Hircock, Victoria BC (photo, page 6) began Life
Mastership by winning Saturday's Gold Rush by a
huge margin. We understand that Susan Moran of

Nanaimo BC, whose photo
we were unable to get but
perhaps might on Sunday, is
also a new Life Master. And
there is also Ann Mazuruk of
Victoria BC (photo at right),
whose team won Bracket
Three of the Friday-Saturday
knockouts after a playoff!

Not just
books (but lots of great ones to peruse), but al l kinds
of interesting stuff.
—Make sure you take home at least one copy of

the Dai ly Bul letin so that you can use the l ink on the
back cover to find anything you are missing onl ine
when you get home, or even on your way home.
(Here is that l ink again: tinyurl.com/d19vic2015 --
al l lower case. ) You wi l l find there l inks to Dai ly
Bul letins, resul ts including pair game hand records,
and photos taken for the Dai ly Bul letin. I must say as
a new iPad owner that I was amazed how good the
ful l -colour Bul letins look on the retina display.
—If you see players looking around for Bul letins

today it is because they are sti l l being printed at ARC
Canada in Saanichton, and wi l l l ikely arrive around
1 1 am or so. An excel lent job as always from this
local company who we have used for Victoria's
Bul letins since 2009.

Keen recap: Fi l l the grid in Sudoku-style, no

repeat numbers in rows or columns. The cages
(areas boxed in by thick l ines) must add, subtract,
multiply or divide to the target number indicated.

Keen hints: Some cages immediately fi l l
themselves: a two-cel l cage marked 1 1+ in a size-6
grid must be 5 and 6 (or 6 and 5). No other cel l in
that row or column can have 5s or 6s. Once you
can reduce the possibi l i ties for a cel l down to a
handful of possible numbers, write the possibles in
smal l figures and look for further clues to help you
complete rows and columns.
